The cooks at Sherman Elementary welcome all students to a brand new school year!

The school lunch is $2.15, with milk included in this price.  Milk purchased separately is 40¢.  We have half pints (8 ounces) white (fat-free or 1%) and fat-free chocolate milk.  The chocolate milk has been re-formulated this year.  Total sugar content has been decreased 19 percent and contains sucrose (sugar) rather than high fructose corn syrup.

Students in 3rd grade through 5th grade may order a lettuce salad containing diced ham and shredded Cheddar cheese to replace the main entrée.  Also, 5th grade students have a third choice of a hot dog (turkey) on a bun.  The remaining side dishes will be the same as the menu.

Beginning in September, we will be highlighting a different vegetable on the menu every other month.  Our goal is to encourage students to get excited about and try a variety of vegetables.  Please look for Value Your Veggies on the District Lunch web page to find family-friendly recipes using these vegetables, as well as useful information on how to select and prepare them from fresh.
